Captain Darth Aurelius serves as the founding father and commanding officer of the Incel Protection
Force as well as the founder and leader of the Incel Liberation Movement.

While a life-long involuntarily celibate man, Captain Aurelius began his formal affiliation with the incel
community in the summer of 2018 when he first joined incels.is and very quickly became a prominent
and even notorious forum user, renowned for his extensive and eloquently written threads on all manner
of fascinating topics which included reverence for the achievements of the Third Reich, encouraging
adherence to the laws of Sharia and of course, advocating for the creation of an incel movement. Captain
Aurelius is a genuine oldcel and, at the relatively advanced age of 44, has achieved venerable status as a
so-called “wizard” after suffering many decades of sexual privation and concomitant psychological and
emotional disconsolation.

Captain Aurelius time in the militia included service as a local squad leader responsible for recruiting and
training new personnel, a platoon leader in command of a section of thirty militiamen and finally as an
acting battalion commander with the ultimate rank of captain in charge of leading, indoctrinating and
managing a formation of sixty militiamen across a large geographical area while reporting directly to the
Deputy Commanding General of the Michigan Militia.
